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Millennium Green Update

The improvements to the Green are now underway. Our contractor, DW
Groundwork, has made a start on the improvements to the footpath around the
outside of the Green and on the new footpath roughly across the centre of the
Green.

We are sure that residents and visitors will appreciate the improvements when
they are completed but we must apologise for the temporary conditions that will
apply whilst the work is underway. The car park will not be available during this
time as the contactor requires it for storage of plant, materials etc. The upgrade of
the existing path will require users to move off it onto the grass to avoid the works
as they move around the Green: so please make sure you have suitable footwear.

In case anyone is wondering, the various yellow markings across the Green define
the line of the new path. It will pass through an area of young trees that were
planted when the Council first took over the Green and we will have to remove a
few. We have been able to pick a path where we only need to knock down dead or
weak trees that really need removing for the better health of those remaining. We
are sure that this new path passing through trees and across (on boarding) some
open water and some boggy areas will add greatly to the interest of the footpath
network on the Green.

Their first job will be to prepare a design
and a cost estimate for the pond so that we can set about
securing planning approval and external funding.

L www.busybodiesnursery.com




Planning Report

Please note that | have included the full planning
reference for all planning applications discussed
below. By logging into the Chorley BC website and
using the menu at the bottom of the page to go to
"planning" and then (under "popular tasks") to "view
a planning application" you can submit the planning
reference and will gain access to all the documents
associated with the application, including the Parish
Council's response where appropriate.

In September a planning application
(16/00633/0OUTMAJ) was submitted for a proposed
new major incursion into Euxton's Green Belt. It is
proposed to demolish Gleadhill House on Dawbers
Lane together with the existing buildings that are

close to it. These include two houses, stabling and
exercise/training facilities associated with the
Gleadhill Stud. The fact that the existing

establishment at Gleadhill House would appear to be
closing (no proposals have been submitted for its
relocation) is surprising as it includes relatively
modern development. The Parish Council could,
however, have no objection in principle to its
replacement by housing provided that the proposed
housing met the requirements of the Chorley Local
Plan for development in the Green Belt.

Unfortunately, the application goes well beyond that
and takes the adjacent open field - a much larger area
- to provide a total of 14 large new houses. The
Parish Council has submitted a strong objection to this
proposal as being unacceptable development in the
Green Belt and has also expressed concern about the
implication of the proposal for the future of the large
area of farmland (at present used in connection with
the equestrian business) that lies to the north of
Gleadhill House. There has been no decision yet.

The proposed Gladman development
(16/00489/0UTMAIJ) has not yet been put before the

Skate Park Changes

Since the park was created in late 2012 it has proved very popular - which is a good

thing but the heavy usage did create a slight problem.

Due to high footfall and visits by users and also family and friends standing around
the grass edges watching - the grass in places could not take hold and grow and the
loose soil washed down in to the drains whenever it rained.

The grassless patches did not look tidy and the loose soil issue needed to be solved,
so the Leisure Committee considered a number of replacement surfaces for the grass

edges.

Changing the edges to concrete was considered to be the long-term solution to solve
the edge degrading and to clear off the loose debris issues.

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Chorley BC Development Control Committee. The Parish
Council, acting with local residents, has submitted an
objection to the proposal through their planning
consultant. Gladman have recently submitted further
details of the traffic flows associated with the
development and their proposals for improving the
junction of Pear Tree Lane with Euxton Lane. However,
the Council's objection is on the grounds that this
development is premature and not in accordance with
the Chorley Local Plan and so the further details are
generally irrelevant. The Parish Council, through
Councillor Aidy Riggott, intends to speak against this
development when it comes before the Committee and
hopes that the Committee will reject it. If they do,
Gladman may well take the matter to an appeal and the
Council will then have to decide how best to progress its
objection.

The nearby proposed development of 170 houses
between  School Lane and Euxton Lane
(16/00380/0OUTMAJ) was approved by Chorley BC
Development Control Committee in August but a final
decision is held pending completion of a legal agreement
which may occur before this newsletter is published. The
Parish Council objected to this proposal when the Chorley
Local Plan was in preparation but did not object to this
application which was in accordance with the approved
Local Plan. However, the Council may wish to comment
on or object to some aspects of the more detailed
applications for this site which will be submitted in due
course.

The Parish Council's own application for the proposed

bowling green and boules court (16/00612/FUL) on land

at Greenside was approved by the Development Control

Committee in September and will be the subject of future
articles in this newsletter.
