Greenside Play Area Refit

Council this year has put more funds in to its
main budget to enable a complete full refit of
the Greenside Play area.

The land the play area is sited upon is Chorley
Community Housing land, which is leased by the
Parish Council for a play area. This lease has
recently been renewed to enable the Council to
spend £75,000 on new play equipment and floor.

The Leisure Committee commissioned new
fencing and path works, taking place in August,
to enable the new refit to happen later in
Autumn/Winter 2017.

A number of play companies were asked to
submit bespoke concept designs for the play
area and these will be first considered at a
Committee early in September. Following this
the Committee wishes to invite interested
residents, especially those living around the play
area to view the designs to give us their
preferences on the designs.
